The unofficial nickname for the state of Connecticut 
is ñThe Nutmeg Stateò, hence residents call them-
selves ñNutmeggersò.  It is thought that the term 
originated in the Colonial era after traveling colony 
peddlers who sold imported nutmeg. 
ñThe Connecticut Nutmeggerò is the publication of 
the Connecticut Society of Genealogists (CSG).  Pub-
lished quarterly since 1968, the Nutmegger includes 
original articles relevant to Connecticut/New England 
genealogy, transcribed probate records, Bible/Family 
records and other archival information. 
 
Indexes: 

The WVGS has a copy of the Nutmegger 
Index published in 1996 that includes volumes 1 
to 28 (1968-1996) at the Salem Public Library.  
It has not yet been cataloged and is located be-
hind the volunteer desk with other un-cataloged 
publications.

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Storing Family Papers and Photographs 
 
Store items at a low temperature and a low 
relative humidity. 
§ The lower the temperature the longer your items 
will last, because cooler temperatures slow the 
rate of chemical decay and reduce insect activi-
ty. Keep the temperature below 75 degrees 
Fahrenheit (F). 

§ Keep the relative humidity (rH) below 65% to 
prevent mold growth and reduce insect activity. 

§ Avoid very low relative humidity because relative 
humidity below 15% can cause brittleness. 

Consider cold storage for acetate negatives, 
color negatives, prints, and slides 
§ Acetate negatives and color negatives, slides, 
and prints are vulnerable to fading and deterio-
ration within decades, if stored at room temper-
ature. Cold storage can slow this deterioration, 
but it requires special packaging and steps. 
Learn how to prepare items for cold storage at 
National Park Service Cold Storage website. 

Reduce the risk of damage from water, in-
sects, and rodents. 
§ Store items out of damp basements, garages, 
and hot attics.  

§ Keep items away from sources of leaks and 
floods, such as pipes, windows, or known roof 
leaks. 

§ Store items on a shelf so they donôt get wet. 
§ Store items away from food and water which are 
attractive to insects and rodents. 

 
Packaging family papers and photographs for 
storage. Boxes, folders, rolls, sleeves, albums, 
and scrapbooks.  Use containers that: 
§ Are big enough for the originals to lay flat or up-
right without folding or bending. 

§ Are the right sizes, so items donôt shift. Use a 
spacer board if there are not enough items to fill 
an upright box. Donôt overstuff the box. 

§ Are made of board or folder stock that is lignin-
free and acid-free or buffered. 

§ Large flexible sheets can be stored rolled. 
§ If your originals are brittle, torn, or heavily used, 
place each sheet in a polyester L-sleeve. These 
sleeves reduce the risk of tears and other dam-
age due to handling.  

§ Donôt use sleeves in books. The sharp edges of 
the polyester will tear the book page.

            Preservation 

Save the Photographs! 
 
Scientific research reveals the three most 
damaging affects to photographs are: 
§ Excessive light - Especially direct sunlight 
§ Moisture - Both direct (coffee spills, etc.) and 
high humidity 

§ Dramatic temperature variation - No attic or gar-
age storage 

§ While these are technically correct, in the every-
day world, the most damaging force is people 
causing damage with poor handling habits. 

Handling Your Photos 
§ Make sure hands are clean - fingers have natural 
oil on them 

§ Hold photograph only by edges - keep fingers 
and thumbs off of the faces of image 

§ Place prints in protective sleeves 
§ Keep away from food, drink, kids, and animals 
Displaying Photographs 
§ Do not display originals - damage from sunlight, 
humidity, and accidents will certainly occur 

§ Do not frame directly under glass - image may 
bond with the glass and then peel off when re-
moved. 

Photograph Storage 
§ Store in archival boxes or non-acidic containers. 
§ Place each photograph in an individual sleeve. Do 
not store bare images next to each other, photo-
graphic chemicals can leach from one to another. 

§ Store photos on edge, not flat - this reduces 
pressure damage to surface 

§ Do not store in attic, garage, or non-climate con-
trolled basement 

 
Five Commandments for Protecting Photo-
graphs 
§ Do not write on photographs with marker pens! 
Even the backside. These will bleed through the 
image eventually. Avoid ball point pens also. 
Chemicals in all inks can damage an image. Use 
a #2 pencil. The graphite in the pencil is inert 
(won't react with image), will last forever, yet 
can be removed. 

§ Do not continuously display original versions of 
image. Damage from sunlight, direct or indirect, 
is irreversible. 

§ Store prints in acid-free plastic sleeves. 
§ Do not store in environments where temperature 
fluctuates wildly. Ideal temperature is 65Á 

§ Do not store in environments were humidity is 
extremely high or low. Ideal humidity is 30% - 
50%.
